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1. Revised Career Episode Report (CER) and Site Visit Process for 2010.

As a result of feedback from the first implementation of the CER and Site Visit process in 2009, the 
Board has revised the process for 2010. The revised process will retain both CERs and Site Visits for 
10% of randomly selected registrants, but will provide for the CERs and Site Visits to be undertaken well 
before renewal of registration.

2. Results of the Review of requisitions for 2009

Each year the Board is provided with statistical information about requisition rates of surveyors for the 
previous year. In 2009, almost 10% of survey plans lodged for registration were issued with a critical 
requisition. This rate of critical requisitions has not varied greatly over the last few years.

3. Cadastral Survey Reinstatement

For some time there have been mutterings within the surveying profession about the quality of the 
reinstatement of cadastral survey boundaries. However, there has been no hard evidence to suggest 
that there has been a systematic decline in standards. 

Late in 2009 the Board decided to gather some evidence as to the quality of reinstatement of recent 
plans, both those registered in the registry office, and Identification Surveys. 60 Survey Plans and 40 
Identification Surveys were chosen, having a wide geographic spread over the State. Of all plans lodged 
with DERM in any year, about 60 % are Survey Plans and about 40% are Identification Surveys.
